Early Morning Shooting Leaves One Dead

(June 20, 2023) Phoenix police are investigating a shooting in the area of 22" Street and Thomas
Road that left a man dead.

On June 20, 2023, around 5:10 a.m., Phoenix police officers responded to the area of 2200 East
Thomas Road regarding shots fired being heard in the area. When officers arrived in the area, they
located an adult male with gunshot wounds. The man did not survive his injuries and was
pronounced deceased on scene.

Detectives responded to investigate the scene. What led up to the shooting remains part of the
ongoing investigation. Investigators strongly believe that multiple potential withesses were in the area
at the time of the shooting. The Phoenix Police Department strongly encourages those that may
